  I am so happy to announce that I have finished my first 
semester at the North American College in Rome, Italy. The last 
seven months have been an incredible journey and I have 
learned so much at the Pontifical Gregorian University. I have 
made many friends and have been able to experience the 
Church in its universal character by attending classes with 
seminarians and religious men and women from around the 
world. 
 
  As we enter this holy season of Lent, I cannot help but share 
with you my deep love for this part of the liturgical year. Since I 
was very young, I have cherished Lent because it is a time in 
which we are called to a deeper relationship with Jesus Christ. 
In a special way, my vocation to the priesthood was fostered 
during the seasons of Lent through high school and college. As 
the Church reflected on the final moments of Jesus’ ministry, I 
would put myself in the position of the Apostles as they strained 
to follow Christ and to understand what was getting ready to 
take place. The figure that has preoccupied my thoughts during 
this season of Lent has been that of the Beloved Apostle, St. 
John. How I long to draw near to Jesus as he did, to have the 
courage to follow him to the Cross when all of the other Apostles 
fled, and to embrace the Blessed Virgin Mary in her pain as 
blood and water flowed from the side of his friend and Messiah, 
Jesus Christ. 
  
  My prayer is that this season of Lent will call all of us to 
approach Holy Week with humble and contrite hearts as we long 
for the gaze of the crucified Messiah to see our faith at the foot 
of the Cross.
