Probably before you read this week’s bulletin, scaffolding will be
going up on the south face of the church building.

Once this stone-like material is
repaired and improved flashing is in place, work will begin inside with
repair of the wood and walls, especially around the statues of St. Mark
and the Blessed Virgin. The Building and Maintenance Committee has
been supervising this work, and when weather permits there will also
be some work beginning on the back or “lake side” of the property
where water drainage has been a problem since the construction of the
building.
