NOTRE DAME SCHOLAR TO TALK ON
A CATHOLIC ETHIC OF POLITICAL RECONCILIATION
Daniel Philpott, Associate Professor Political Science and Peace
Studies, Notre Dame University, will present a lecture titled “Justice
After Evil: A Catholic Ethic of Political Reconciliation: on Thursday,
March 25", at 7:30 p.m. in the Dick Bell Courtroom of the University of
Oklahoma College of Law. The College of Law is just south of
Timberdell Road in central Norman and straight north of the OU
baseball stadium. Several parking lots surrounding the College of Law
are open evenings. Dr. Philpott will discuss the meaning of peace and
justice in the aftermath of civil war, genocide, and dictatorships. How
does a country come to resolution about these past traumatic events?
The dominant approach focuses on human rights, democratic, and
punishment through criminal tribunals. Dr. Philpott will discuss values
that are undervalued in this dominant view — values such as
forgiveness, sorrow, remorse, repentance, and trust. He calls these
values cumulatively “Reconciliation.” He will focus on Catholic moral
and social teachings, especially as articulated by Popes John Pall Il
and Benedict SVI, to discuss peace and justice in post-conflict
societies. He is the author or editor of three books since 2001 and
many articles on transitional justice, religious freedom, and ethics in
international relations. He has been actively involved in promoting
faith-based reconciliation in Kashmir and Burundi. Dr. Philpott’s visit to
OU is sponsored by the Catholic Students’ Association of the University
of Oklahoma and St. Thomas More University Parish. He is the 2010
