FOURTH SUNDAY OF EASTER 
 

 

My dear friends: 
 

 As I mentioned last week, the Maronite Lebanese Catholics among 
us have after several years of dreaming, hoping, praying, and working 
dedicated their own church on Alameda here in Norman. Many of you 
have seen the sign "Our Lady of Lebanon Catholic Church" and have 
asked about this church and its membership. Last week I began to tell 
you a little of the history and origins, and there is more on the website 
on the Pastor's Message. Seventeen families make up this community 
which has been celebrating their liturgy in our Apostles Chapel for the 
past five years. The liturgy is a very ancient format of the Eucharistic 
Celebration and it has its roots in the ancient Christian community of 
Antioch. Our Catholic Church is not just "Roman" in origin. The Catholic 
Church is made up of a diversity of traditions (which is what makes us 
"catholic") and disciplines (rites or churches). These were never 
uniform in practice, but united in faith. These sets of customs grew up 
around four major centers of the early Christian church which were 
important cities in the Roman Empire at the time:  
  1.  Rome in Italy   
  2.  Antioch in Syria (now Turkey)   
  3.  Alexandria in Egypt   
  4.  Byzantium in Asia Minor (now Istanbul in Turkey).  
Each of these centers had a Patriarch or a leader of its Bishops. For a 
substantial part of the first 1000 years of Christianity, the Roman Rite 
was simply one of the many that flourished in the multicultural Catholic 
Church. During that time the Catholic Communities of the Roman Rite 
were far outnumbered by the Catholic Communities of differing rites in 
the East. But sadly, many eastern Christian congregations severed 
their links with Rome in the 5th and 11th centuries. This shifted the 
power and influence to the west. Among those church communities of 
the East was the Maronite Communities of present day Lebanon. The 
Maronite Church is the only Eastern Church that always maintained 
unbroken unity and loyalty to the head bishop of Rome, the Pope as we 
call that Bishop today. 
 

 The immigration of Lebanese Catholics around the world into other 
present day nations has left them without a "home" for their own Rite, 
but they have always been welcomed and integrated into the Roman 
Rite. Over time however, there is among these people a longing for 
their first language, and the ancient ritual and customs of their parents 
and grandparents as well as the desire to pass these unique traditions 
and identity on to their children. 
 

 This is what is taking place here in Norman today. So, the Church of 
Our Lady of Lebanon is a Catholic Community of the Maronite Rite 
(tradition and discipline). The Liturgy will be celebrated twice each 
month by a priest of the Maronite Rite who will come from Lewisville, 
TX, Father Assad. Their liturgy is different from ours in some ways, and 
it uses the ancient languages of Arabic and Aramaic with much English 
especially for the scripture readings. 
 

 In a few weeks, I am hoping that we will arrange for some of the 
social and ministry groups of our parish to visit Our Lady of Lebanon for 
a tour and a more in depth explanation of their history and their 
traditions. 
 

 For now, I hope this will explain the sudden appearance of a new 
Catholic Church in Norman, and I hope you will be able to explain it to 
others who may not have seen this article or may be curious. We do 
share communion and all the other sacraments with the Maronite Rite 
Christians. It is a wonderful example and extra ordinary experience of 
what it means to be CATHOLIC in the most real and most strict sense.
