My dear friends: 
 

 This week I am taking some time to visit my family in Colorado, 
leaving Sunday evening and returning Friday. I have not seen my 
family since December, and this summer visit will be great fun giving 
me some time with my two grand-nephews: four and two years old. 
They tell me that there is a full week planned from the zoo to picnics 
and a lot of reading and Legos.  Consequently, the only weekday Mass 
this week will be on Wednesday evening with the help of one of our 
neighboring priests.  While I am away I am sure that there will be 
increased activity around here preparing for next Sunday’s annual 
Parish Picnic.  Rain or shine, there will be food a-plenty, time for 
conversation and visiting with old and new friends and activities for all 
the children.  Bring your lawn chairs for seating under the tents, and 
food contributions are described here in the bulletin. I extend a 
personal invitation to everyone who has joined our parish since last 
summer to attend this event.  It is a great occasion to enjoy meeting 
members of your new parish family, and I urge parish members to seek 
out new members that afternoon. 
 I have been promised that the new drain system on the lake side of 
the parish property will be working and cleaned up in time for the picnic.

 At the end of May I accepted the resignation of Bill and Nancy Larwig 
who have so faithfully cleaned and maintained our building.  Bill came 
to us initially to do maintenance and set-ups for parish events, and 
when a cleaning service went out of business, he and Nancy took on 
the cleaning as well.  Increasing family obligations in the last year have 
made greater demands on their time, and I respect their decision to 
resign from their position here.  The parish staff enjoyed a dinner with 
Bill and Nancy last week in gratitude for their service to the parish, and 
I take this opportunity to thank them for their cheerful, generous, and 
faithful service to us all.  Another cleaning service is being employed as 
this bulletin goes to print.  I am reviewing the repair/maintenance needs 
with the Building and Maintenance Committee and students out of 
school for the summer will take on the work of setting up for parish 
events in the meeting spaces. 
 This weekend we also bid farewell to one of our organ interns from 
the University Of Oklahoma School Of Music as she completes her 
Master’s Degree and moves on to full-time music ministry in Tyler, TX.

TORNADO DISASTER RELIEF 
    The St. Vincent de Paul Society joined with the Red Cross to help 
the people that were badly affected by the May 10th tornado.  This was 
our first experience in disaster aid, and we all feel blessed by the 
opportunity.  There were 5 locations set up to cover most of the 
damaged area:  Slaughterville, Little Axe, Tecumseh, Seminole, and 
Harrah.  The Vincentians helped with $50 gift cards for gas or food, as 
needed.  We will be following up with $250 rent or utility deposit 
assistance, $100 for household items, and moving truck charges where 
needed, when we receive a $90,000 grant from our national office.  
This will not go far with 1,306 homes damaged or destroyed.  
    We have learned so much from the folks that we talked with.  Their 
"STUFF" was not at all important.  It was the fact that they and their 
pets were alive!  One lady knew that her mobile home would not make 
it through the storm so she ran with her German shepherd to the ditch, 
lay on top of him and watched her home disappear.  She was glad that 
she still had her good friend.  They are sleeping in her car.  It's her 
land, and she will stay there.  At another location the house and the 
barn were gone, but the lady was happy that the twin calves survived.  
She had bottle fed and named them.  She found them safely rolled up 
in hay.  Another home was gone except for one room.  It was the room 
that the owner's sister had lived in until she passed away a year ago.  It 
was the way she left it, the dresser, the bed and the family pictures on 
the wall.  Please pray for all of these folks, and especially the injured 
and deceased.
